Sir;

1. Appointment/promotion to the post of Additional DHS
It has been brought to our notice that Addl DHS (Estt) is going to be appointed
from the specialist sub cadre of APHS. This decision is a total violation of sub
rules (1), (2), (3), (4), & (5) of rule 7 of APHS. In this context, the Govt. may
review and reconsider the idea of appointing/promoting to the post of Addl
DHS from specialist sub cadre and instead appoint/promote the senior most
doctor from the GDMO sub cadre which is as per the APHS rule.

2 Appointment/promotion to the post of DMO
In reference to the SI No (1)and (3) of the APDA memorandum, we reiterate our
demand that the Govt. should appoint /promote only the senior most doctor of
GDMO sub cadre to the post of DMO. Presently some doctors of GDMO sub
cadre are holding the post of DMO even though they are much junior as per the
civil seniority list of 2002.In this regard the APDA expresses its displeasure
towards such appointments and pleads to the Govt. to review all such
appointment /promotion and appoint /promote only the deserving one as per the
seniority. The civil seniority list as per 2002 of GDMO is enclosed for
reference.

3 Early DPC for time bound promotion
The APDA desires that the Govt. may initiate necessary action for early DPC
for time bound promotion of different categories of in service doctors of A.P
state
